1. The Library catalogue 
http://serlib0.essex.ac.uk/
The catalogue is the definitive record of what the Library holds in print form, and has access to in electronic form, including all of our print and online books and journals, as well as all databases that the Library subscribes to.
For a search on a particular topic select keyword search. If you don’t get many results, use fewer keywords, more general terms, or try truncation (e.g. typing in econom* will retrieve records containing economic, economics, economy, etc.). Think about synonyms (words that mean essentially the same thing) & use the OR operator, e.g.: work or labor or labour or employment.

If you are finding too many results, then use more keywords and/or more specific terms.

The Library catalogue does index the contents (chapter headings) within books, but browsing the shelves in the relevant classified sequences will also help locate titles of interest. For an outline of the classification, see the appendix at the end.
To find a periodical or journal do a periodical title search. The catalogue record will tell you the classmark and also what print & online holdings we have, and provide a link to the online version. Current issues for this year are kept in the Reference Room (floor 1), with previous years on the upper floors (mostly at HB 1, HC 1, & HG 1).

If we don’t have a journal that is on your reading list, then we should have a xerox of the article in the XD collection at the circulation desk, so do a search for the author or title of the article. Please ask at the circulation desk for the XD number of the article you want. It will be issued to you as a short loan item.

The Online Reading Lists facility on the Course Materials Repository (CMR) is at: http://courses.essex.ac.uk/ec/default.aspx . Clicking on the hyperlinked classmarks within a reading list will take you straight to the appropriate record in the library catalogue. You may need to type campus\ before your network login to access the online lists.

You can renew your books online, book short loan items, and reserve titles that are currently on loan (click on the Recall button at the top of the catalogue record to do this).

2. Dictionaries, Encyclopaedias & Directories

Dictionaries & encyclopaedias can be useful starting points for your research, giving you an idea of key concepts, terminology, and often providing some references as well. 

General language dictionaries are shelved in the Reference Room on floor 1, along the first & second rows of shelving (Reference Dictionary). There are multilingual dictionaries for Economics & Finance at the beginning of this section, Ref. Dict. HB-HG. Relevant reference books can be found in the sections:

3. Library Web Pages -  Electronic Resources (ebooks, ejournals & databases)
The library subscribes to thousands of electronic journals and books relevant to Economics, and also provides access to an extensive range of databases.
Always check the library catalogue & access e-resources through the Library web pages. Access through Google or other browsers is not recommended, as you need to be verified as a University of Essex student – this happens when you type in your password as you access an e-resource through the Library webpages.
Read the notes regarding Guide to Accessing E-resources, especially if you are having difficulty accessing a resource. If the problem persists please let me know.
The periodicals catalogue will indicate whether we have online access to an individual online journal, & will also say what volumes are available online. The quickest way to search for online journal articles on a particular topic (the literature search) is through a database - the most useful ones are mentioned below.
