Y tu mama también sets off as if it will be a particularly frank and lively sex comedy. It remains frank in its depiction of sex and sexuality but as the protagonists, two young men and a married woman, travel towards their hoped for perfect beach and rural idyll it gradually becomes clear that the journey is deeply serious and sad for one of them. What the men are forced to question by the film’s end are their attitudes to their own sexualities, their treatment of women and the frivolity of their former promiscuity. They also discover something about their own friendship that changes their perception of sexuality and love for ever. Their journey from City to Country is as much emotional and cultural as geographical. Their relationship with each other and with Luisa, their travelling and loving companion, matches that featured by Borges in his short story The Intruder, a copy of which is in the course reader. The film also deals with questions of Mexican identity in a world increasingly influenced by the forces of economic globalization.
