Note on Reading
You should read as many of the texts, and especially the longer novels, as possible in your summer and Christmas vacations, and continue reading as much of Said and Bhabha as you can. There is an extensive bibliography for postcolonial studies available on CMR, to guide your general reading in the area, and in addition to that each week in seminars you will be provided with extracts of critical works relating to individual novels or bodies of poetry. As there are fewer texts on the syllabus than there are teaching weeks, some of the texts will be studied over a two week period and the term breakdown of seminars will be available in our first sessions.  This is to enable you to keep up the pace of reading on the course and you are expected to read all the texts from the reading list. Most of the texts are easily available from the library and local bookshops but I have indicated those which, like Hosain, Sahgal or Anita Desai novels, are not likely to be easily available from local libraries in which case you should purchase a copy of the novel as there are multiple, cheap copies available online. You should do that as soon as possible so as to have the texts available in good time for seminar discussions. It is paramount that you have read and have copies of relevant texts with you in the seminars.
